During the Stone Age period, hunter gatherers lived in caves,

simple huts, dens or tepees. In the Bronze Age, people started to daub A mixture of mud, clay, animal dung and

live in settlements called roundhouses. Houses were made from straw which was used as a building material.

During the Iron Age, people began to live in round houses on hill
forts. Settlements became larger because tribes were better able
to farm and defend themselves. The roofs of round houses during
the Iron Age became thatched.

Why was the discovery of Amesbury Archer

important?

In 2002, archaeologists working in Amesbury, Wiltshire made a
significant discovery. Just two miles from Stonehenge, the grave of
a Bronze Age man was found. He was buried with over 100 objects
including ornaments made from Bronze, arrowheads and wrist
guards.

These artefacts have led Historians to believe that the man was an
archer at the time (a person who shoots with bows and arrows).
The Archer is important because he is the first example of a
powerful elite who may well have organised the erection of
Stonehenge.
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
